Total funds available for this initiative are C$40,000 (approximately B£24,000).

Candidates must have a B.Sc. or M.Sc. degree and must be enrolled in graduate studies at McGill University or the University of Cambridge. 
Candidates must be involved in collaborative studies between The Neuro and University of Cambridge laboratories. It is therefore a requirement that prior to submitting their application, candidates consult with their supervisors to obtain their agreement to apply for these travel awards. Applications received without sponsorship from supervisors will be excluded from the competition.

Awards will be made on a strictly competitive basis and can be used for exchanges lasting up to 6 months. Deadline for receipt of application is 29 September 2023.
